How do I request a school tour?
School groups must submit a request form to make a reservation.

What is the minimum group size?
A minimum of 10 students is required for the school discount. 

When is our payment due?
A non-refundable $50 deposit is due within 14 days of receiving confirmation. The
remaining balance must be paid 3 weeks prior to the date of your visit. 

What if I need to cancel or reschedule my tour?
All cancellations forfeit the $50 deposit. To reschedule your tour, you must notify the
Atlanta History Center at least 3 days in advance of your tour date. Your payment can
be applied towards your new date. There is a $25 administrative fee to reschedule
your tour. 

Where can our school eat lunch?
Outdoor picnic areas are available on a first come, first served basis. Indoor lunch
facilities are not available. In the case of inclement weather, lunches can either be
eaten on the bus or back at school. School box lunches must be left on the bus until
lunch time. Outside food deliveries or catering are not permitted. 

Where can our buses park?
There is designated bus parking located between the parking deck and roundabout.

Can we explore the museum after the tour?
Yes, admission to Atlanta History Center gives you access to all 33-acres of campus.
