To be considered for participation, you will need to submit an online application,
along with a teacher recommendation from either a Social Studies or English
Language Arts teacher. Both the application and the recommendation must

be submitted no later than April 30, 2025. Applications will be considered
incomplete if any sections or materials are missing. Participation is limited to 10
students and acceptance will be delivered on a rolling basis.

Cost of the program is $200.00. Upon acceptance you must complete your
registration payment within 5 business days to secure your space. A registration
payment link will be sent, along with your acceptance notification via email. All
applicants will be notified of their status no later than Friday, May 2, 2025.
